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Requirements for a Course Advert
to be placed on the IAIAsa Website
DEFINITION:
Course = short course, degree, diploma, non-IAIAsa conference – i.e. anything where the advertiser will make an income if they get respondents to the advert!
Non-profit courses will be handled separately – please submit the form as normal but indicate this status.
CONDITIONS:
· The information requested on page 2 will be only accepted as a MS Word document. Text must be forwarded to both the Secretariat and the email address listed below under ‘Advert text’.
· Additional information may be attached to the posting in the form of a MS Word (.doc) or an Adobe (.pdf) file. The file may be no larger than 300kB in size and preferably less.

· A lack of information may lead to a delay in uploading the advert – please ensure that all relevant information is provided and is correct.

· The number of characters per section is strictly limited – see below next to each heading for the limits.
· If the information provided is too long for any one section IAIAsa reserves the right to edit the text accordingly.

· Multiple jobs / positions must be sent through as individual copies of page 2. The only exception is when more than 1 of a specific job is being advertised e.g. ‘2 x senior manager’ would be considered as 1 (one) posting. Please provide information as requested on page 2 for each posting, and payment must reflect that multiple postings have been requested.
· Should you wish the advert to be placed for significantly more than 1 month (i.e. 2 full months or more), payment should be made related to the number of months e.g. ‘4 months x ad posting fee’
· Adverts will be posted within 2 (two) working days of proof of payment to the IAIAsa National Secretariat.
