Background

In 2000, the Executive Committee of the Environmental Planning Professions Inter-disciplinary Committee (EPPIC) decided to disband the organisation since its original objectives had been achieved and there were now many other organisations in place to take the message of environmental management further. Unfortunately this meant that the very successful and prestigious EPPIC Awards might be abandoned. The Committee were loathe to let this happen, given the contribution made by the Awards system over the years in encouraging excellence in environmental management in project execution in South Africa.

IAIAsa accepted an invitation by the EPPIC Executive Committee to adopt the Awards – and the IAIAsa Awards were born. IAIAsa intends to build on the very sound foundations established by EPPIC in the conduct of their awards system.
The IAIAsa Awards are further enhanced by the very strong tradition and prestige of the international IAIA Awards made each year at the international annual meeting of IAIA. The IAIA presents awards to individuals, assessment teams and organisations for exceptional contributions in the field of environmental assessment. The IAIAsa Premium Award is thus similar in both its aims and objectives to the International Award.
In the most recent award made in 2006 at Kwa-Maritane, the trophy donated by Table Mountain Cableway Company, went to Pezula Private Estate, Knysna.

This year the Award will be made in August at the annual IAIAsa National Conference to be hosted by the Limpopo branch.

1. Category

The IAIAsa Premium Award
2.
Objective

To recognize excellence in environmental management in ‘Activity’ execution in Southern Africa.

‘Activity’ includes policy, programme, process, project or operation. Projects should be at an advanced enough stage such that the efficacy of the planning process is clear in the implementation of the project itself. It should be noted that the scale of the submission is NOT the qualifying criteria – all submissions irrespective of scale will be considered so long as they meet the requirement set out above.
3.
The Award

A Floating Trophy for the Activity, and Certificates for the main role players and all Finalists.

4.
Scope


The Premium Award is for the Activity which comes closest to being planned and managed for the benefit of society and the environment through the application of the principles of Integrated Environmental Management (IEM). While it is the Activity that receives the Award, it is the people (i.e. individuals, teams, companies, consortia, authorities or institutions) who implement the Activity that receive the credit.


The project must be sufficiently advanced to be assessed by the adjudicating panel, such that the documentation for consideration is provided to the adjudication panel by the closing date (30th June 2008).

The Award is restricted to South African participants working within South Africa’s marine and/or terrestrial boundaries and/or countries contiguous to South Africa.

Adjudication


Adjudication of nominations will be carried out by an Awards Committee comprising nominated members of the IAIAsa National Executive Committee (NEC) and individuals co-opted by the NEC.

Closing Date

Nomination forms: The 2 (two) page Nomination Form should be submitted as early as possible.

Supporting Documentation: The complete set of supporting material should be submitted no later than the 30th June 2008. The intention is not to generate totally new information, but rather that copies of existing documents be presented along with a detailed indication of what portions thereof prove why the submission is worthy of being considered to show excellence in environmental management.

Presentation

The three (3) Award finalists will be expected to present their entries at the IAIAsa Conference in August to be hosted by the Limpopo Branch. The final adjudication determining which of the three submissions is to be the winner for 2008, will be determined once the presentations have been completed and will take into account the impressions of those attending the conference, as backed up by the review process carried out prior to the conference itself.


A poster presentation area will be available at the conference venue with a specific area to be set aside for posters of the finalists for the Premium Award. It is requested that it be organised that a poster be set up accordingly prior to the formal start of the conference on the Monday morning.


The Winner for the IAIAsa Premium Award of 2008 will be announced at the formal Conference Gala Dinner to be held on the Tuesday night of the conference. The presenting team of each finalist, as well as representatives of the applicant / professional team should these be different, are encouraged to attend the dinner as a minimum. Organisation of accommodation for this purpose may be organised with the conference organisers once the finalists are known.
